The corporation is formed for the following purpose(s): The Corporation is
organized for exclusively charitable, scientific, religious and educational purposes; more
specifically, the general purposes shall be to own, purchase, lease in whole or in part,
acquire, operate, use, mortgage, pledge, sell, assign, transfer, or otherwise dispose of real
estate and buildings necessary, expedient or proper to advance the cultural, educational
and recreational interests of the people of Dent County. The Corporation may seek
grants, contributions or gifts in kind and may conduct programs, workshops or civil
events which will benefit or enhance the lives of the people of Dent County. At all time
the Corporation must practice good stewardship of the resources under its control. The
Corporation may partner with other not-for-profit or governmental organizations to
achieve its purposes. Nothing herein shall be construed to give the Corporation any
purpose that is not permitted under Code section 501(c)(3). No part of the net earnings of
the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable to any of its directors,
officers, members (if any) or other private individuals; provided, however, the
Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for
services rendered. No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall be the
carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the
Corporation shall not participate I, or intervene in (including the publishing or
_distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public
office. The Corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried
on by a corporation exempt from Federal Income Tax under Code section 501(c)(3) and
by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under Code section 170(c)(2).
